This order may be cited as the Prohibition on Taking Abalone (North of Moore
River) Order 201 1.

2. Interpretation
In this order —

“abalone” means all species of fish of that common name described by the
scientific classification Haliotis spp.

3. Prohibition on taking abalone

A person must not take abalone at any time in WA waters of the Indian Ocean
and the Timor Sea north of 31°21.300' south latitude.
